School has been in session for a few weeks, and it looks like the children are really settling in.  We spent the month of September stressing safety on and around the school bus. I don’t think we can stress safety enough! I want the safety rules to become second nature to the children, so they will always be safe, so continue to remind your child about bus safety throughout the year.

When you pick your child up from the bus, ask your child and the bus driver how the ride was. See if there are any issues you need to review with your child.

This month, we are focusing our class guidance lessons on “Following Rules.”  We will do some activities that stress the reasons for having rules:

1)  So we know what we’re expected     to do

2)  So everything is fair

3)  So everyone is safe

4)  So we can show respect

You can help your child at home by playing a new game with him/her. First, try to play it without knowing the rules. What happens? Is it fun? Next, go over the rules and play it again. Which way was better?  You can then talk about the rules your child needs to follow at home and school. Share with your child the rules we all must follow in our communities.

The first week of October is National Bullying Prevention Awareness Week. There is a wonderful interactive website you can visit with your child, as you discuss respectful behavior towards his/her peers. www.pacerkidsagainstbullying.org .  You will also find coloring sheets you can print out for your child.

Speech Talk

It is hard to believe that October is here!  As the season of fall begins, it offers many opportunities to talk about the changes in the scenery around us.  The leaves change colors and then slowly fall from the trees.  Jumping in leaves, soccer season, football season and Halloween are just some of the exciting things that are waiting for us to explore and talk about.

Children love to sing! Singing words to a tune facilitates sentence structure and vocabulary development.  The flow and rhythm of music seems to enhance many speech and language skills. Songs that are repetitive, use gestures, have a familiar tune and relate to a story that you have read are enriching!

Try this at home…

Add words to the tune of “Are you sleeping” and you have an instant song.

For example when painting a picture, sing “I am painting, I am painting, up and down, up and down.  Look at my picture, Look at my picture, Paint, Paint, Paint”.

Another example when you are on the playground, ”I am swinging, I am swinging, here I go, here I go.  Swinging, swinging, swinging, reach the sky, reach the sky”.

If you find yourself at a pumpkin patch, you can sing… “Oh I see a pumpkin, oh I see a pumpkin, hi ho fall is here, oh I see a pumpkin.” The verses can describe what type of pumpkin you see such as, “I see a bumpy pumpkin, oh I see a bumpy pumpkin, hi ho fall is here, and I see a bumpy pumpkin”.  Change each verse to describe the pumpkins- fat, skinny, short, tall, round, yellow, orange, green, mushy, etc.  Use the tune of “The Farmer in the Dell”.  

Make reading a part of everyday!

Email Notification:
Parents can register for email notification through the Delaware Department of Education's School Closing Website by clicking on this link: https://diss.state.de.us/DWS/public.diss. To view the status of school closings across the state, go to http://schoolclosings.delaware.gov.
Automated Phone Messages:
The district employs an automated phone messaging system to help alert parents. To ensure its effectiveness, it is crucial that we have the correct phone numbers for your family. Please be sure to check the information currently on file, and supply updates to the office at your home school whenever changes occur.

Community Notification
The police are responsible for notifying the community of sex offenders in the area.  This information is available on the Delaware State Police web site (www.state.de.us/dsp/sexoff).  By law, all adults or juveniles who are convicted or adjudicated of specific sex offenses are registered.  Please note that not all sex offenders are child predators or pose a threat to children.

School districts and charter schools must keep notifications of registered sex offenders received from the police in a binder in each school.  They must follow guidelines for distribution of notifications they receive.  The guidelines will be available on the Internet (www.doe.state.de.us or www.state.de.us/kids).

Do use the information in a responsible manner that will facilitate the safety and well-being of those in your care.  Remain alert and exercise appropriate caution to protect those in your care or supervision.  Inform the school principal or law enforcement agency, if you believe anyone poses a threat to other persons.

Report child abuse by calling 1-800-292-9582.  

Report emergencies by calling 911.

Refer students, parents and guardians with questions about information on personal safety to either your district, school or charter school office.  Parents may also call Prevent Child Abuse-Delaware (302-425-7490).

If you or another adult would like more information about the Sex Offenders Registry, contact the Delaware State Police (302-739-5882).

For any inquiries about an enclosed notification or specific offenders, please refer to the law enforcement agency with primary jurisdiction of the offender’s registered address.

Do not conduct classroom or individual discussions with students or parents and guardians.  Do not post or display this notification in a public location.  Remember that it is in the best interests of the children that information of this kind be shared by parents or guardians in an age-appropriate manner that results in their personal safety.

Do not take any action that may in any way harm or harass the offender, the offender’s family, household members or employer.  Do not attempt to harass the offender or make unsolicited, unwanted contact.  If you believe anyone is a physical threat to you or children in your care please contact your local police.

Anyone who uses this information to commit a crime against another person is subject to criminal prosecution.
